She and her 
first husband, William Henze, lived at Lords  Corner near Hecker. She and Johannes Riedesel  lived in both 
Monroe County (Hecker) and St. Clair County (Smithton), but are buried near Hecker. 

 
Notes for Johann Jost Riedesel: 

Born in the house called Försters am Lotzenberg in Wundethausen. When he came to 
America is not known. He was already 35 when he married the widow Caroline (Knebel) 
Henze. The apparently lived in Monroe County, Prairie du Long township until at least 
1880 (when they are recorded in the Census under the name "Ritt"). But by the late 
1880s they are mentioned in the records of what is now St. John's United Church of 
Christ in Smithton, IL.
