Came to the U.S. in 1867 where he worked for seven years in a 
Pennsylvania coal mine. Probable that he was the 20-year old "Joh Riedesel" who arrived on the ship "Union" at 
New York on October 21, 1867. The ship had sailed from Bremen by way of Southampton. Other Wittgensteiners 
were aboard. 
 
Married in Iowa in 1874; Charlotte was from Washington, Missouri. Lived in Cherokee County, IA, until 1904 
when they moved to Cathy, ND. In 1915 (or 1910?) they went to Salem, OR. Known as Henry. Living at 740 North 
Cottage Street in West Salem, Polk County, in 1926 when their daughter, Amanda, died.

That the man known eventually as John Radle was the Johannes Riedesel born in Weymers house in 
Wunderthausen is an educated guess. A great deal of evidence suggests this was the case. He is known to 
have lived in Oxford, NJ, where he was married and the children were born. By the 1860s the family was 
living at Wheatland, Iowa. His wife died in 1869 and is buried as Catherine Riedesel in Wheatland. He and 
at least some of the children moved on to Cherokee County, Iowa, where they used the name Radle. But 
even among them, the spelling varied.

There is a gravestone at St. Paul's Cemetery for a Catherine Riedesel, d. May 1869. She had come to 
America with her parents in 1833 on the Brig Luna, landing in the port of Baltimore.

It was sold to J. Daniel Müsse from Jochums 
Haus. Ludwig and Florentine died around 1847-1848, possibly in an epidemic of cholera along with their 
daughter-in-law and at least one grandchild.
