That Census lists a daughter "Mina" who was
5 years old; this corresponds to Katherine who was born in 1865. The same Census lists a 2-year old
"Catherine", who should be Carolina according to family records. Living them was a 36-year old Henry
"Knoebel" (Knebel), most likely Ludwig Heinrich Knebel (*Nov 4, 1834 in Wunderthausen in Schwarze
house).
