Tenant in Herjes Haus at Melbach/Balde. He was known as Mannus Riedesdl, and is till regarded as a master
builder. When and where he learned his craft is not known, but he was in demand throughout Wittgenstein and
neighboring areas such as Siegen. Ten structures he built are known to exist today though there were many others.
The most spectacular isthe"Ludwigsburg" in the town of Berleburg. It was built for a brother of Graf Casimir
between 1707-1709. Another was the forester's lodge at the site of the defunct village of Dambach; it is now a
Pension. An unusual work was the combination school and chapel in the village of Sassenhausen. They are gems of
Fachwerk (half-timbered) construction, often with ornately carved corner posts, inscriptions, and other decorations.
