25, 1910 in Jackson, Cape Girardeau, Missouri. 
 

Notes for Christine Homrighausen:
Known as Dina. Born in Schäfers Haus in Wunderthausen. Came to America with two other 
young women from Wunderthausen, no doubt going on to the Kansas City area where they all 
had relatives. The "Donau" landed in New York out of Bremen on November 20, 1885.

Her married name is sometimes given as "Klipinger" but her gravestone and other documents 
say Klapmeyer.
 

Notes for William Klapmeyer:
His name is recorded in a number of places as "Klipinger" but I believe that Klapmeyer is correct.

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Notes for Catherine Elisabeth Homrighausen:
Born in Schäfers house. She gave birth a few months after the child's father had 
left for America. The paternity was not in question.
 

Notes for Johann Georg Wetter:
Known as George, or John George. Born at Petersgrund near Wunderthausen, 
first came to the U. S. with his parents briefly in 1833 before returning to 
Wunderthausen. In 1845, the family came back to the U.S. We used to think they 
debarked in New Orleans but we now have record of them traveling on the ship 
Minna which landed in New York on October 4, 1845. According to Emma Wetter 
Hobbs, they settled near Sherrill, Iowa around 1847 (long known as Sherills 
Mound). This is where George and Sophia met and most of the large Wetter 
family remained. George had 80 acres of timberland at Sherrill.

George and his family moved to a farm in Sections  29 and 32 of the Liberty 
Township of Clinton County in 1861. As far as I know, no other Wetter family 
members came to the Wheatland area.

In November 1875 the land was sold to David and John Shoemaker, nephews of 
the second wife of L. Henry Riedesel (viz. Elisabeth Schumacher). George, 
Sophia and their children moved on to Glidden, Iowa in 1876 and spent the rest of 
their days there.

His daughter by Catherine Homrighausen back in Wunderthausen lived to be an 
adult, and came to America as well. What, if any, contact there was between them 
or knowledge within the Wheatland diaspora there was, we just don't know.

iii. Elisabeth Amalia Homrighausen was born on May 16, 1828 in Wunderthausen. 
She died on August 05, 1918 in Paola, Miami, Kansas. She married Georg Ludwig
Knoche in 1870. He was born on November 18, 1829 in Wunderthausen. He died 
in April 1906 in Paola, Miami, Kansas. 
 

Notes for Elisabeth Amalia Homrighausen:
Born in Schäfers Haus in Wunderthausen and had her child Johann Franz before 
emigrating. Her obituary in the Miami Republican wrongly states that she and her 
husband came directly to Paola from Germany in 1871. Arrived October 25, 1854 
in New Orleans on the ship "Auguste" out of Bremen and lived in Missouri before 
moving to Paola in 1861. She bore no other children.

The obituary mentions a surviving sister "Mrs. Mary Catherine Switzgabel of 
Kansas City" whom I have not been able to identify
 

Notes for Georg Ludwig Knoche:
Born in the house 'Auf der Leye' (later Kellers) in Wunderthausen. Known as 
Louis. Arrived in New Orleans on the ship "Auguste" out of Bremen on October 
25, 1854.

According to a local history:
LOUIS KNOCHE, farmer, Section 7, P. O. Paola, was born in Prussia, Germany, 
in 1829; was a farmer by occupation. Emigrated to America in 1854; made his 
home at Kansas City, Mo., til 1861. He then came to Paola and purchased his 
present farm of 160 acres of the Indian chief Baptiste Peoria. Mr. Knoche has 
served six years as Treasurer of the School Board of his district. During the late 
war he was enrolled as a member of the State Militia and served as a guard to 
protect the State from invasion by the Confederates.

iv. Elisabeth Homrighausen was born on April 16, 1830 in Wunderthausen.
 

Notes for Elisabeth Homrighausen:
May have come to America, possibly as a passenger on the ship "Main" that 



arrived in New York on May 13, 1871. Other Wunderthäuser were on board. She 
most closely matches the woman on the passenger list, and no death date is 
recorded for Elisabeth in Wunderthausen. Three siblings went to America.

v. Johann Georg Homrighausen was born on April 29, 1833 in Wunderthausen. He 
died on December 30, 1910 in Willcox, Cochise, Arizona. He married Anna 
Knoche in 1860. She died in 1864 in Paola, Miami, Kansas. He married Elizabeth 
Barger on January 04, 1866 in Independence, Clay, Missouri. She was born on 
October 25, 1846 in Santa Fe, Monroe, Missouri. She died on December 08, 1919 
in Paola, Miami, Kansas. 
 

Notes for Johann Georg Homrighausen:
Born in Schäfers Haus in Wunderthausen. Known as Georg Wilhelm or George 
William. Arrived October 25, 1854 in New Orleans on the ship "Auguste" out of 
Bremen. Went to Kansas City where he was a stone mason.  Moved to Paola, 
Kansas, in 1861 where he farmed. Lived in Arizona the last two years or so of his 
life. He claimed to have been naturalized in about 1855. I have been unable to 
find him in any Census prior to 1880.
 

Notes for Anna Knoche:
It is unclear who she was. Contrary to some reports, she cannot have been the 
Anna Elisabeth born April 30, 1843.

Listed as "Marie" Strackbein when 
they landed in New York on the ship "Hansa" out of Bremen on May 22, 1865.
 

Notes for Johann Ludwig Heinrich Strackbein:
Born in Hutheschäfers house in Wunderthausen. Arrived with his wife in the port 
of New York on the ship "Hansa" out of Bremen on May 22, 1865. Known as 
Henry. Lived around Wheatland initially but moved on to Miami County, Kansas.

Ludwig Heinrich Strackbein, son of Johannes Strackbein and Elisabeth Gertraud Knebel, was 
born on November 21, 1789 in Wunderthausen. He died on April 13, 1862 in Wunderthausen. He 
married Maria Elisabeth Strackbein on March 01, 1818 in Wunderthausen.

Mörchen, was born on April 29, 1800 in Wunderthausen. She died on April 27, 1860 in

He was married to Louise Wagner 
and had at least three children.

She had been widowed for more 
than ten years. Several other passengers were from Wunderthausen including her 
daughter Florentine. I do not know where she lived but it was almost certainly with 
one or more of her children.

Notes for Ludwig Heinrich Strackbein:
Born in Schäfers Haus in Wunderthausen. It is almost certain that he came to 
America with the extended Riedesel family from Haase house in 1845. The ship's 
arrival in New York is recorded on June 7; the ship name also appears to have 
been "New York." As the youngest of nine children his prospects in the village 
were limited. I find no trace of him in Crawford County, Ohio in 1850 where the 
Riedesel clan settled. There is a possibility that he died in the same epidemic 



around 1847-1848 that claimed several others.

Other researchers claim he died in 1869 back in Wunderthausen, but that is false. 
The deceased had the same name but was born in 1818 in a different house.

Johannes Strackbein, son of Johann Georg Strackbein and Maria Magdalena Pott, was born on 
December 27, 1762 in Wunderthausen. He died on January 04, 1829 in Wunderthausen. He 
married Elisabeth Gertraud Knebel on March 07, 1785.

Notes for Johann Sebastian Strackbein:
Born in Kurts Haus in Wunderthausen. Known as Sebastian. Went to America in 
1829 according to one history, but the archives in Wittgenstein say it was 1818. 
The family settled in what was then the independent burg of Jamaica, New York. 
They were members of a Dutch Reformed church. The service language may or 
may not have still been Dutch, but this denomination was theologically close to 
that of the German Reformed church. Later family members apparently used the 
spelling "Strockbine" which is actually close to the German pronunciation.
 

Notes for Florentine Strackbein:
Born in Gundermanns Haus in Wunderthausen. Apparently came to America in 
1818. That house was demolished to make room for the first school building in 
Wunderthausen.

In an exception to the rule of passing tenancy to the oldest child of either gender, the mill 
remained in the hands of a Mörchen from its first mention in the early 1700s until it was 
demolished around 1920. One record says that J. Matthäus (or Matthias) came to 
Wunderthausen from Bromskirchen, a larger town to the east outside of Wittgenstein (then in the 
province of Waldeck). Yet others claim he came from Waldeck in Bavaria (which I find very 
doubtful). If the mill was established when Matthias Mörchen came to Wunderthausen, it was 
during the reign of Graf Casimir who tried his best to diversify the economy of Wittgenstein. 
Establishing a mill where there had been none and bringing in a trained miller would have been 
consistent with Casimir's practices.
