Born in Wetzels house, Wunderthausen but took over Bormanns when he married Christine

children "Dina" and Heinrich. Three other young women from Wunderthausen were on board
including a third "Dina" Homrighausen. Later Census records give 1886 as their immigration date
but that is incorrect. Settled in Miami County, Kansas.

Notes for Christine Homrighausen:

Known as Dina. Born in Bormanns Haus in Wunderthausen which her husband then took over.
They came to America on the ship "Donau” out of Bremen, landing in New York on November
20, 1885. She had a total of nine children but only five were alive in 1900.

He and Elisabeth Amalia were married in
Germany in 1857. Their first daughter was definitely born in 1853 (before their marriage) in
Wunderthausen. He must only have stayed a couple of years in the U.S. the first time.

The family came to America
in 1883 though | have not found exact passenger information about them.

He was born in Weymers Haus in Wunderthausen but married into Haase Haus.
This was one of the smaller houses in the village. It was unusual for a man his
age to emigrate, but the greater opportunities for his four sons (and already
married daughter) may have been compelling. The house and property (meagre, |
think) were sold to J. Daniel Misse from Jochums Haus. Most of the family
traveled to New York, landing on June 7, 1845. Son J. Ludwig had gone the year
before, and they brought with them his fiance, Catherine Schneider. All settled in
Crawford County, Ohio.

Ludwig and Florentine died around 1847-1848, reportedly in an epidemic of some
kind (cholera?) along with their daughter-in-law and at least one grandchild. They
were interred in a private cemetery probably belonging to the Gerhardts. Its
identity is long lost but we are reasonably certain where it is.

Notes for Florentine Althaus:

She was born in Haase Haus, which passed to her husband upon their marriage
since she was the oldest child. In 1845, most of the family left Wunderthausen to
go to America. They traveled on the ship "New York" out of Bremen, and landed
in New York city on June 7, 1845. Her sister, Maria Elisabeth, had come to
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America years before, married Christian Gerhardt, and settled in Crawford
County, Ohio. They joined them. Florentine and her husband died within a few
years, reportedly in 1847-1848 in an epidemic.

Johannes Riedesel was born on June 24, 1787 in Wunderthausen. He died on
January 16, 1812 in Stetti.

Notes for Johannes Riedesel:

He died in a military hospital in Stettin, a once German city now "Szczecin" in
Poland.
