(St. Paul's Cemetery, Wheatland). He married Elisabeth Mörchen on October 23, 1873 in 
Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa. She was born on June 20, 1849 in Hemschlar. She died on March 08, 
1942 in Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa (St. Paul's Cemetery, Wheatland). 
 

Notes for Johann Georg Knoche:
Known as George. Came to America in 1868 from Brückeweymers Haus in Wunderthausen 
though we do not know what ship. He eventually had substantial holdings in Sections 21 
(originally) and 22 (later) of the Spring Rock township of Clinton County.
 

Notes for Elisabeth Mörchen:
The village of Hemschlar is in Wittgenstein but not particularly close to Wunderthauesn.  Came to 
America on the ship Marco Polo out of Bremen, landing in New York on June 1, 1868. She 
married George Knoche a few years later. Exactlty what brought her to Wheatland is a good 
question.

Generation 2

Johann Georg Knoche, son of Georg Gabriel Knoche and Catherina Elisabeth Homrighausen, 
was born on January 13, 1805 in Wunderthausen. He died on June 07, 1859 in Wunderthausen. 
He married Maria Amalia Strackbein on July 26, 1840 in Wunderthausen.

Maria Amalia Strackbein, daughter of Ludwig Heinrich Strackbein and Anna Catherina 
Elisabeth Riedesel, was born on September 29, 1814 in Wunderthausen. She died on April 17, 
1880 in Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa (St. Paul's Cemetery, Wheatland).
 

Notes for Johann Georg Knoche:
Brückeweimers.
 

Notes for Maria Amalia Strackbein:
Born in Schäfers house, Wunderthausen. Arrived in New York on the ship S. S. Donau out of 
Bremen on November 25, 1871. She had been widowed for more than ten years. Several other 
passengers were from Wunderthausen including her daughter Florentine. I do not know where 
she lived but it was almost certainly with one or more of her children.

Maria Amalia Strackbein and Johann Georg Knoche had the following children:

i. Catherine Knoche was born on July 14, 1841 in Wunderthausen. She died on 
August 13, 1905 in Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa.
 

Notes for Catherine Knoche:
Born in Brückeweymers Haus in Wunderthausen. Came to America on the ship 
"Main" that arrived in New York from Bremen on May 13, 1871. Living with her 
brother, Louis, as of the 1900 Census. Apparently never married.

1. ii. Johann Georg Knoche was born on May 10, 1844 in Wunderthausen. He died on 
February 04, 1921 in Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa (St. Paul's Cemetery, Wheatland). 
He married Elisabeth Mörchen on October 23, 1873 in Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa. 
She was born on June 20, 1849 in Hemschlar. She died on March 08, 1942 in 
Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa (St. Paul's Cemetery, Wheatland). 

iii. Maria Magdalene Knoche was born on May 03, 1846 in Wunderthausen. She died 
on March 04, 1940 in Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa (St. Paul's Cemetery, Wheatland). 
She married Georg Ludwig Schneider on October 17, 1867 in Wheatland, Clinton, 
Iowa. He was born on October 22, 1842 in Wunderthausen. He died on March 03, 
1925 in Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa (St. Paul's Cemetery, Wheatland). 
 

Notes for Maria Magdalene Knoche:
Born in Brückeweymers house in Wunderthausen. Came to America on the ship 
Hansa arriving in New York on May 22, 1865. Known as Mary. She bore a total of 
nine children according to the 1900 Census and all were reportedly alive, but I can 
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only identify eight with any certainty. The oldest daughter, Amalia, appears as 
"Matilda" in 1880 but that name is never seen again.
 

Notes for Georg Ludwig Schneider:
Known as Louis or G.L. Born in Häusches Haus in Wunderthausen. Came to 
America with his family on the ship "Johann Schmidt" on June 1, 1857 out of 
Bremen, landing in New Orleans. I believe that he owned a quarter section farm in 
Section 17 of the Spring Rock Township of Clinton County.

iv. Georg Ludwig Knoche was born on July 12, 1850 in Wunderthausen. He died on 
April 09, 1915 in Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa (St. Paul's Cemetery, Wheatland). He 
married Mary Anna Schneider on October 10, 1889 in Clinton, Iowa. She was 
born on April 16, 1865 in Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa. She died on May 16, 1949 in 
Clarence, Cedar, Iowa (St. Paul's Cemetery, Wheatland). 
 

Notes for Georg Ludwig Knoche:
Known as Louis. Born in Brückeweymers Haus in Wunderthausen. Arrived in the 
port of New York on May 13, 1871, aboard the "Main" out of Bremen. His sister 
Catherine was also a passenger. His brother wrote in 1889 that Louis had gone to 
homestead in Nebraska in about 1886. They were (back) farming near Wheatland 
in 1910, where Louis died five years later. I am reasonably sure that their land 
was in the southeast corner of Section 21 of the Spring Rock Township of Clinton 
County.

v. Florentine Theresa Knoche was born on October 10, 1854 in Wunderthausen. 
She died on June 03, 1933 in Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa (St. Paul's Cemetery, 
Wheatland). She married Franz H. Homrighausen on March 03, 1881 in 
Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa. He was born on June 25, 1854 in Crawford County, 
Ohio. He died on June 28, 1928 in Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa (St. Paul's Cemetery, 
Wheatland). 
 

Notes for Florentine Theresa Knoche:
She was born in Brückeweymers Haus in Wunderthausen. Known as Dina. She 
came to New York on the ship Donau out of Bremen, landing on November 25, 
1871. Several other passengers were from Wunderthausen. She had borne five 
children by 1900 but we have names of only three of them. Where the middle 
name of Theresa came from, I don't know. It was not her baptismal name.
 

Notes for Franz H. Homrighausen:
Franz (F.H.) took over the southern portion of the family farm in Section 33 of the 
Spring Rock Township.

Generation 3

Georg Gabriel Knoche, son of Johannes Knoche and Elisabeth Gertraud Pott, was born on 
August 30, 1773 in Wunderthausen. He died on January 17, 1835 in Wunderthausen. He married 
Catherina Elisabeth Homrighausen on May 29, 1798 in Wunderthausen.

Catherina Elisabeth Homrighausen, daughter of Johann Georg Homrighausen and Anna 
Elisabeth Knebel, was born on November 21, 1773 in Wunderthausen. She died on December 
01, 1833 in Wunderthausen.
 

Notes for Georg Gabriel Knoche:
Born in and was the tenant in Bormann Haus.
 

Notes for Catherina Elisabeth Homrighausen:
There is confusion in the church records about Elisabeth and her twin, Catherine. The death 
record refers to Catherine, the wife of Georg Gabriel Knoche. Yet baptismal records of the 
children consistently refer to Georg Gabriel and Elisabeth Gertraudt as the parents.

Catherina Elisabeth Homrighausen and Georg Gabriel Knoche had the following children:

i. Elisabeth Amalia Knoche was born on November 28, 1796 in Wunderthausen. 
She died on January 21, 1847 in Wunderthausen. She married Johann Georg 



Fuchs on October 03, 1824 in Wunderthausen. He was born on February 08, 
1792 in Wunderthausen. He died on October 23, 1834 in Wunderthausen. 
 

Notes for Johann Georg Fuchs:
Master joiner, born in Seimes house. Took over Lotzes house which from then on 
was known as Fuchs house.

ii. Johannes Knoche was born on April 18, 1799 in Wunderthausen.
 

Notes for Johannes Knoche:
Born in Bormanns house, Wunderthausen.

iii. Johannes Knoche was born on March 14, 1801 in Wunderthausen. He died on 
March 14, 1885 in Wunderthausen. He married Maria Amalia Knoche on May 17, 
1835 in Wunderthausen. She was born on February 01, 1810 in Wunderthausen. 
She died before 1860 in Jackson, Missouri. He married Anna Elisabeth Weller on 
February 21, 1830 in Wunderthausen. She was born in 1806 in Diedenshausen. 
She died on December 10, 1834 in Wunderthausen. He married Anna Elisabeth 
Krohe on March 03, 1839 in Wunderthausen. She was born about 1813 in 
Wemlighausen. She died on January 30, 1856. 
 

Notes for Johannes Knoche:
Born in Bormanns house in Wunderthausen, and became the tenant/owner. The 
second marriage ended in divorce, and the mother apparently went to America 
with Caroline.
 

Notes for Maria Amalia Knoche:
Born in Beitzels house. The marriage with Johannes Knoche ended in divorce. 
Came to the US with family members and her to-be husband, Johann Georg 
Knoche on the ship Diana out of Bremen which landed in New Orleans on June 2, 
1841. She is listed in the 1850 Census as 'Mary' but by 1860 she was dead.

2. iv. Johann Georg Knoche was born on January 13, 1805 in Wunderthausen. He died 
on June 07, 1859 in Wunderthausen. He married Maria Amalia Strackbein on July 
26, 1840 in Wunderthausen. She was born on September 29, 1814 in 
Wunderthausen. She died on April 17, 1880 in Wheatland, Clinton, Iowa (St. 
Paul's Cemetery, Wheatland). 

v. Georg Ludwig Knoche was born on October 10, 1809 in Wunderthausen. He died 
in Probably in America. He married Maria Magdalena Schneider.  She was born 
on August 30, 1812 in Wunderthausen. She died on August 30, 1845 in 
Wunderthausen. 
 

Notes for Georg Ludwig Knoche:
Born in Bormanns Haus in Wunderthausen. He traveled with some relatives to the 
port of New Orleans on the ship Diana in 1841. It is most likely that he joined 
relatives in the Kansas City area but I have no other information. Daughter 
Elisabeth used the family name of Knoche even though the parents were not 
married.

Ludwig Heinrich Strackbein, son of Johann Georg Strackbein and Maria Magdalena Pott, was 
born on August 26, 1771 in Wunderthausen. He died on February 06, 1826 in Wunderthausen. 
He married Anna Catherina Elisabeth Riedesel on July 23, 1796 in Wunderthausen.

Anna Catherina Elisabeth Riedesel, daughter of Georg Gabriel Riedesel and Elisabeth 
Gertraud Weller, was born on February 15, 1773 in Wunderthausen. She died on June 24, 1847 
in Wunderthausen.
 

Notes for Ludwig Heinrich Strackbein:
Born in Kurts Haus, Wunderthausen. Became the tenant in Schäfers.

He was born in Brückeschneiders house in Wunderthausen. He inherited it from 
his father, but it may have had little if any agricultural land. In his early youth he 
was employed as a shepherd in neighboring Diedenshausen and then as teacher 
in the small settlements at Dachsloch and Langewiese. However, in 1833 he 
began what would be a lifetime of employment as one of the school teachers in 
Diedenshausen. His family continued to live in Wunderthausen (2km away), but 
during school he was only there two nights a week.

Originally, his compensation was mostly in grain though he was later paid a cash 
salary. It was meagre, and like most men in the region he pursued a side craft to 
help make ends meet. Homrighausen carved spoons, a common trade in 
Wunderthausen. His birthday was the same as that of Kaiser Wilhelm I, which was 
a great source of pride.

He married twice. All five children of his first marriage died in childhood, and his 
wife died shortly after the birth of the last child. The children of his marriage to 
Amalia Riedesel were healthier

v. Johann Franz Strackbein was born on January 22, 1806 in Wunderthausen. He 
died on March 21, 1870 in Wunderthausen. He married Magdalena Spies.  She 
was born on July 18, 1802 in Wemlighausen. She died on April 17, 1873 in 
Wunderthausen. 

vi. Elisabeth Gertraud Strackbein was born on June 20, 1808. She married Johann 
Christian Röser on April 16, 1838. He was born in Wemlighausen. 

vii. Johann Georg Strackbein was born on October 25, 1810 in Wunderthausen. He 
died on November 30, 1899 in Wunderthausen. He married Maria Magdalena 
Homrighausen on October 08, 1837 in Wunderthausen. She was born on 
February 26, 1815 in Wunderthausen. She died on May 01, 1856 in

ix. Ludwig Heinrich Strackbein was born on May 05, 1817 in Wunderthausen.
 

Notes for Ludwig Heinrich Strackbein:
Born in Schäfers Haus in Wunderthausen. It is almost certain that he came to 
America with the extended Riedesel family from Haase house in 1845. The ship's 
arrival in New York is recorded on June 7; the ship name also appears to have 
been "New York." As the youngest of nine children his prospects in the village 
were limited. I find no trace of him in Crawford County, Ohio in 1850 where the 
Riedesel clan settled. There is a possibility that he died in the same epidemic 



around 1847-1848 that claimed several others.

Other researchers claim he died in 1869 back in Wunderthausen, but that is false. 
The deceased had the same name but was born in 1818 in a different house.

Johannes Knoche, son of Georg Gabriel Knoche and Anna Margareta Strackbein, was born on 
September 01, 1739 in Wunderthausen. He died on August 29, 1807 in Wunderthausen. He 
married Elisabeth Gertraud Pott on July 28, 1769 in Wunderthausen.

According to American family lore, he was killed in an 
accident at the age of 65. The year 1844 is a best guess given his November 
birthday.

iv. Maria Magdalene Knoche was born on March 22, 1782 in Wunderthausen.

v. Elisabeth Gertraud Knoche was born on June 03, 1785 in Wunderthausen. She 
died on December 07, 1838 in Wunderthausen. She married Johann Henrich 
Lauber on July 06, 1834. He was born on February 26, 1788 in Wunderthausen. 
He died on April 19, 1876 in Wunderthausen. She married Georg Ludwig 
Strackbein.  He was born on April 11, 1785 in Wunderthausen. He died on 
October 31, 1830 in Wunderthausen.

Born in Großehaus, but married into Hohmanns.

Maria Magdalena Pott, daughter of Johannes Pott and Anna Elisabeth Womelsdorf, was born 
on December 12, 1742 in Wunderthausen. She died on August 17, 1775 in Wunderthausen.

Through his two 
marriages he is the progenitor of a large majority of Riedesels in the U.S. He is sometimes listed 
as Johann Gabriel, but was in any case almost certainly known as Gabriel.

Born in Weymers Haus, the tenancy of which passed to her husband.

He was born on March 09, 1743 in 
Langewiese. He died on October 08, 1806 in Langewiese. 

iii. Johann Georg Riedesel was born on March 06, 1760 in Wunderthausen. He died 
in Prob. America. He married Florentine Spies.  She was born in 1759 in 
Girkhausen. 
 

Notes for Johann Georg Riedesel:
Granted permission to emigrate to the United States in 1796/97. It is not 
absolutely certain that he left and no records of him or any progeny have surfaced 
in the U.S. One reading of his baptismal record is with the name Ludwig.

iv. Maria Juliana Riedesel was born on January 31, 1763 in Wunderthausen. She 
died on July 15, 1763 in Wunderthausen.

v. Georg Ludwig Riedesel was born on May 21, 1764 in Wunderthausen. He died on 
May 23, 1764 in Wunderthausen.

vi. Georg Gabriel Riedesel was born on June 09, 1765 in Wunderthausen. He died 
on February 28, 1833 in Diedenshausen. He married Catharina Florentine Beitzel 
on January 13, 1793 in Wunderthausen. She was born on October 13, 1749 in 
Wunderthausen. She died on February 24, 1793 in Wunderthausen. He married 
Maria Elisabeth Gernand on January 28, 1800 in Diedenshausen. She was born 
on March 15, 1777 in Diedenshausen. She died on December 20, 1839 in 
Diedenshausen.

Born in Weimers Haus in Wunderthausen but became the tenant in Pauls Haus in 
Diedenshausen.
