She
married George Knoche a few years later. Exactlty what brought her to Wheatland is a good
question.

Notes for Johann Georg Knoche:

Known as George. Came to America in 1868 from Briickeweymers Haus in Wunderthausen
though we do not know what ship. He eventually had substantial holdings in Sections 21
(originally) and 22 (later) of the Spring Rock township of Clinton County.

Arrived October 25, 1854 in New Orleans on
the ship "Auguste" from Bremen in the company of other Wunderthauser. May
have first settled in lowa City but was in Wheatland by 1860. He initially farmed
north of Wheatland in Section 3 of the Spring Rock Township of Clinton County (I
think), but later records say the family had property south of town near Big Rock.
Three of his (much younger) brothers also settled around Wheatland but it is
difficult to tell how close they were.

He was born in Weymers Haus in Wunderthausen but married into Haase Haus.
This was one of the smaller houses in the village. It was unusual for a man his
age to emigrate, but the greater opportunities for his four sons (and already
married daughter) may have been compelling. The house and property (meagre, |
think) were sold to J. Daniel Misse from Jochums Haus. Most of the family
traveled to New York, landing on June 7, 1845. Son J. Ludwig had gone the year
before, and they brought with them his fiance, Catherine Schneider. All settled in
Crawford County, Ohio.

Ludwig and Florentine died around 1847-1848, reportedly in an epidemic of some
kind (cholera?) along with their daughter-in-law and at least one grandchild. They
were interred in a private cemetery probably belonging to the Gerhardts. Its
identity is long lost but we are reasonably certain where it is.

Notes for Florentine Althaus:

She was born in Haase Haus, which passed to her husband upon their marriage
since she was the oldest child. In 1845, most of the family left Wunderthausen to
go to America. They traveled on the ship "New York" out of Bremen, and landed
in New York city on June 7, 1845. Her sister, Maria Elisabeth, had come to
America years before, married Christian Gerhardt, and settled in Crawford
County, Ohio. They joined them. Florentine and her husband died within a few
years, reportedly in 1847-1848 in an epidemic.

vi. Johannes Riedesel was born on June 24, 1787 in Wunderthausen. He died on
January 16, 1812 in Stetti.

He died in a military hospital in Stettin, a once German city now "Szczecin" in
Poland.
